Nowadays, most of the Web is inaccessible (A BEH it #J) to most people in the world
because its content splits up into hundreds of languages with over 50% of it in English, This
problem is pressing, now more than ever, with millions of people from China, Russia, Latin
America and other quickly developing regions entering the Web.
